On a separate sheet of paper, describe your project and
your design process. —OR- You may submit instead, two recent analytical papers or
essays, detailed proposals for research projects, detailed proposals for research related
study/travel, or two recent projects outside of studio not used as part of professional
employment.

C. If you wish to be considered for the Oklahoma Ready Mixed Concrete Association
scholarship, include also a project or activity demonstrating creative and practical use
of concrete products in design and construction.
